Clean Energy Training Program

The program, funded by a $400,000 Workforce Competitiveness Trust Fund grant and $100,000 in matching funds from the CCEDC, will help cultivate a green collar workforce on Cape Cod.  Courses and workshops offered through the program will provide training in solar technologies, energy efficiency and energy auditing to workers in the building trades and others looking to transition into a clean energy career.  

Prior to being hired as the project coordinator, Ms. Rajani worked for E2 Solar in Hyannis and Clean Energy Design in Falmouth.  Both firms design and install solar systems.  Her work experience involving renewable energy encompasses business development, marketing, renewable energy education, project feasibility and hands-on training.   “Providing knowledge and information to the building trades about renewable energy and energy efficiency is so important.” Ms. Rajani said.  “The Cape’s construction industry needs this type of training to increase their competitiveness and meet increasing customer demand for clean energy products and services .   I look forward to working closely with the implementation team and other employer partners in the building trade industry to promote this exciting program.”

Ms. Rajani is responsible for implementing and coordinating all aspects of the program working in collaboration with the program’s implementation team and numerous employer partners from the building trades.  She will be assisted by Lindsey Close, an existing Self-Reliance staff member, who will serve as the data entry coordinator for the program.  Ms. Rajani’s office will be located at and she will be employed by Cape and Islands Self-Reliance Corporation, an organization well-versed in renewable energy and the role of the building trades in promoting it.  The CCEDC, as the lead agency for the initiative, will work closely with Ms. Rajani and Self-Reliance to implement and manage the program.
